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Role Perception and Psychological Well-being of Former
Correctional Officers in Military Prisons

Abstract

Extensive research has been conducted on the implications of
imprisonment for prisoners and correctional officers. However, this area
has not been thoroughly investigated in military prisons. This study aims
to address this gap in the literature and provide practical insights for
those working in military prison settings. It examined the role perception
and mental well-being of former soldier correctional officers in military
prisons. The study involved 18 former correctional officers (13 women and
five men) who performed this role during their military service. Using a
qualitative approach, the study was conducted through semi-structured
in-depth interviews. The findings revealed three central themes related to
burnout and stress experienced by the study participants: the complexity of
working with a diverse prisoner population and various prison authorities,
and a sense of mission and responsibility. This study introduces a dynamic
theoretical model that conceptualizes the manoeuvring space of military
prison commanders as one shaped by the simultaneous and ongoing
tension between two primary axes: Discipline-Burnout and Rehabilitation-
Sense of Mission.
