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Abstract

Based on longitudinal research of media coverage of terrorist attacks, this article proposes
a model for conceptualizing the coverage of these attacks as a media event and examines
its societal role. The model's central premise is that journalists alter their news coverage
framework when dealing with exceptional terrorist attacks; they abandon their regular
normative professional framework, which includes activities such as criticism of government
actions, and adopt a national-patriotic coverage framework that seeks to restore order and
promote social cohesion to strengthen resilience against terrorism and its consequences.
The model can help clarify the media’s role following a terrorist event. While it risks
amplifying the threatening aspects of the terrorist event by providing a public platform to
its perpetrators, journalists, by acting as patriots rather than following standard professional
norms, undermine the terrorists’ message. Instead of conveying a message of terror, fear,
and panic, the media transmits a message of solidarity, partnership, tolerance, and steadfast
resistance against the terrorist threat to the attacked society. The model may also be useful
for understanding media coverage of crisis situations other than severe terrorist attacks. In
light of the October 7, 2023 events and Operation Iron Swords, this article will address the
model’s application to these events through an initial examination of media coverage during
the first week following Hamas’s attack on the communities surrounding Gaza.
